Rear Disc Brake

Mopar 8-3/4”,8-1/4” (5 on 4-1/2” bolt center – Coronet, Charger, Demon, Cuda, etc.)
1. Block front wheels and crack lug nuts loose on rear wheels.  Jack up rear of car and support with jack stands. Remove wheels.  Remove drums from axle.  

2. Pull out axle shafts.  If your car has bolt in axles, remove bolts, attach slide hammer and remove axle shafts. Take axle shafts and rotors to a machine shop and have axle shaft flange trimmed down to fit inside rotor hat.  Install at least ¼” longer studs in axle flange.  We suggest the following:   7/16” with 0.472” knurl- NAPA # 641-1268 (0.472” knurl) 2-1/8” long, 1/2"diameter  with 0.673” knurl- Moroso 46240 (0.672” knurl) or ARP 100-7705 (0.680” knurl), both 3” long

3. Measure exposed e-brake cable length from front of housing to forward end.  Write down this measurement (length “A”).  Loosen up e-brake cable adjustment, remove cables from connecting clips and disconnect cable housing from housing bracket.

4. Disconnect hydraulic lines from rear wheel slave cylinder.  Remove brake backing plate bolts and remove as an assembly.

5. Clean off axle housing flanges.  Install new seals in housing.  Install disc brake backing plates, and tighten bolts to 35 ft-lbs.  (If car has bolt-in axles, install axles with plates and tighten).  

6. Install rotors in place with a pair of lug nuts.  Install caliper hardware into calipers. Using silicone grease, lube brake pads at wear points and install into calipers.  Install calipers onto rotor and bracket.  Coat threads of caliper bolts with anti-seize and slide in caliper, tighten to 35 ft-lbs.

7. Measure distance from e-brake caliper bracket to caliper lever.  This is distance “B”.  Take some stiff rope and test run cable routing, and measure distance when satisfied.  You need to run this cable housing from caliper e-brake bracket to chassis forward housing mount.  Once you get this, you can send out the measurement to a cable manufacturer.  Housing length would be length "B” while cable length is "A” + “B” + “C”.

8. Carefully bend existing hard brake line to intercept bracket.  Attach flexible brake hose to hard line loosely, then attach with clip, then tighten.  Attach other end of flexible hose to caliper with new copper crush washers.

9. Before the first drop of brake fluid sees the master cylinder, the e-brake cables must be installed, adjusted, then cycled thru a few times to set ratchet mechanism.  If you bleed the calipers first, they will not ratchet up properly.

10. Once you get the e-brake setup done, then you can gravity bleed the system, reattach the wheels, etc. and tidy up.
